KS1 overview: Power to the People


Overview 
To complement our children’s understanding of the wider world, Mary Dean’s is excited to be introducing ‘No Outsiders’ which is a scheme of work developed by Andrew Moffat MBE to teach children about diversity and inclusion.​ The core message being that everyone is different, everyone is welcome, and it has the aim to prepare children for life in modern Britain.  This will relate, closely, to our Religion and Worldviews learning. No Outsiders will be a focus for the whole school for the remainder of the academic year and we will continue to access it regularly next year.  We will enjoy a week of sports activities which will include sports day at the end of June. Learning Intentions (We are learning to...)


The National Curriculum provides a series of ‘learning intentions’ which detail the most important skills and knowledge children need to develop in the core subjects (Mathematics, English and Science) and foundation subjects (History, Geography, Music, PE, Art and Design, Computing and Design and Technology). In each learning session, the learning intention and success criteria is shared with all children, in order to give the children a sense of purpose and understanding of what they are learning.  The National Curriculum also promotes the spiritual, moral, social and cultural development of children, and within this, the ‘fundamental British Values’. Our Church of England link is evident through our worship and Christian values embedded across the school.  This allows children to prepare for the responsibilities and experiences of adult life. For this reason, in Year 1/2, we approach learning by making links between the subjects and activities, where possible, to provide the children with an overall sense of purpose and to develop their competence, confidence and creativity as well as building a school family, learning for life in all its fullness.











Mathematics
Focus: measures, time, statistics
Working in year group specific classes, the children’s mathematics lessons will follow the White Rose maths scheme, enhanced by daily Mastery sessions from the National Centre for Excellence in the Teaching of Mathematics (NCETM) to developing a deep and lasting understanding of mathematical procedures and concepts. The children will use manipulatives (e.g. counters and tens frames), pictorial representations (e.g. bar model and whole part model) and abstracts (e.g. equations) to their support learning.  
The children will focus on learning Number bonds (pairs of numbers) that make ten and then twenty and counting in groups of twos, fives and tens.
They will also practice telling the time on analogue clocks and interpret data from graphs.

Science 
Focus: Looking after plants
Children will be thinking about differences between deciduous and evergreen trees. They will conduct experiments and make predictions about why leaves fall off trees. They will plan investigations to show that plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy. They will study the four seasons and learn about the changes that occur in plants in each of the seasons.
Working scientifically
The children will learn to:
*Ask relevant questions and use scientific enquiries to answer them.
*Gather, record and classify and present data in a variety of ways to help answer questions.
*Identify differences, similarities or changes related to simple scientific ideas and processes.
* Use straightforward scientific evidence to answer questions or support their findings.


English
Focus: stories
In English, the children will be writing imaginative stories after reading Gorilla by Anthony Browne. They will be extending their use of commas in lists and expanded noun phrases to add more detail to their story writing.

Each child will have a guided reading session three times a week which will include looking at unfamiliar words, prosody (using expression) and comprehension. This will often be linked to their phonics work and the same book will come home weekly for further practise.

Spellings will be linked to the phonics phase that they are learning and will consist of phonetically decodable words and common exception words that they will need for writing.     


























P.E.
Dance
Children will create and perform short dance phrases to show friendship between two different characters (a penguin and a snowman).They will use movements showing different levels and changes in dynamics and travelling actions> They will use gestures to show greeting a friend. 
Games- sports day skills/ batting and fielding skills
We will be recapping our throwing, catching and dribbling skills. We will use these skills to play quick cricket and rounders. It will also allow us to develop our skills for working as a team and communicating with one another.



History 
Children will be recapping our knowledge of the seaside by 
Identifying features of a seaside holiday in the present day. This will be followed by   using paintings to find out what people did at the seaside and what holidays were like100 years ago.  
They will compare whether we go to the seaside for the same reasons now that people went 100 years ago and identify how seaside holidays have changed over the past 100 years.  
They will conclude by discussing whether they prefer the seaside holidays from the past or the seaside holidays from the present day.  

EOU assessment  

Computing Animation 
Children will learn to decorate and navigate objects on frames for animations. They will try to create and direct their own animation with multiple objects moving simultaneously. Then they will make stop-motion recording animations and animated drawings of characters by cropping photos and adjusting points of movements. 
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DT 
Children will discuss different fruits and where they come from. They will use their senses to describe texture, appearance and taste of different fruits and think about combining different fruits, seeing how they might taste and look together.
They will plan and sketch and make the kebab of their choice. After tasting it they will evaluate their product.

Music
In music the children will learn to combine musical elements to make a story composition based on Jack and the beanstalk
They will learn to recognise and explore different sound sources and create character motifs and use vocal and instrumental improvisation to create an atmosphere. Then they will use sounds expressively to illustrate the story and combine their sounds. expressively to illustrate a scene 





PSHE
This term we will be exploring the unit "Changing Me" This unit supports children in understanding the physical and emotional changes that take place as they grow, helping them develop a positive self-image and the confidence to navigate change in a healthy way.

	
Religion and Worldviews: - 
The children will express what makes them special and unique, in relation to Christianity. They will look at Psalm 8 and discuss how Jewish people see themselves as important. They will understand the value of charity and how Jewish people believe they can help others. They will talk about Mother Teresa and what other people do to care for each other and understand the meaning of stewardship and what different religions think about this.  They will find out about the importance of Tu Shevat and discuss what Jewish people think about caring for the world.   

Reward Systems
Dojo points are awarded to celebrate good behaviour and learning.  These points will either be collected weekly, or until a goal amount is achieved and then the children will have a treat (usually an activity that they enjoy).  Each week, children are also considered for an Achiever of the Week certificate which is awarded in Friday’s celebration worship where we enjoy celebrating the achievements of others in or out of school.  Each term, children will be considered for Head Teacher’s awards.

Half Termly Christian Value and Spirituality
This half term’s Christian Value is Courage which will be closely linked to the transitions the children will be preparing for either to their new classes or their new school.  The story of Daniel and the Lions, Moses and Ester the Brave will be investigated in worship to inspire the children to make the right choices and comprehend that sometimes being courageous is difficult.  The Open the Book team will be joining us for their performance of key bible stories.
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
