ALL children who attend Breakfast club must have a completed registration
form before they attend. This is essential so that staff know the appropriate
details for your child.

If your child has been booked in
for breakfast they can have 2
pieces of toast, a bowl of cereal
and a drink. They do not have to
have all the items but they are
entitled to it.

Also, at
the parents request, we can cater for any dietary requirements like gluten free,
wheat free, etc.




Drop-off Procedures

When you bring your child to Breakfast Club, please ensure you drop them off
inside the main entrance of the school building.

Children in Nursery — Year 4 should be accompanied by an adult into the hall
and registered by a breakfast club member of staff. Year 5 and Year 6 children
can register themselves with a parent/carer’s permission.

Children should not be left alone outside before Breakfast club.

Should you be unable to bring your child and register them another adult with
your permission is allowed to do this.

This is simply a safety measure put in place to ensure that all children are
accounted for and marked on the register.
