Learning Intentions (We are learning to...)


The National Curriculum provides a series of ‘learning intentions’ which detail the most important skills and knowledge children need to develop in the core subjects (Mathematics, English and Science) and foundation subjects (History, Geography, Music, PE, Art and Design, Computing and Design and Technology). In each learning session, the learning intention and success criteria is shared with all children, in order to give the children a sense of purpose and understanding of what they are learning.  The National Curriculum also promotes the spiritual, moral, social and cultural development of children, and within this, the ‘fundamental British Values’. Our Church of England link is evident through our worship and Christian values embedded across the school.  This allows children to prepare for the responsibilities and experiences of adult life. For this reason, in Year 5/6 the children are developing their independence and responsibilities through supporting younger children and undertaking lunchtime monitoring roles to provide them with an overall sense of purpose and to develop their competence, confidence and creativity as well as building a school family, learning for life in all its fullness.












English
Focus: Persuasive letters inspired by ‘The Misadventures of Frederick’. Descriptive Recount inspired by ‘The Watchtower’. Non-chronological reports inspired by ‘The Street Beneath My Feet’ by Charlotte Guillain and Yuval Zommer.
The children will use the texts to unpick the features and write persuasive letters. They will write a descriptive recount. They will write a non-chronological report about the world around us.  They will improve their writing by developing their vocabulary, ensuring their writing is grammatically correct, using language features to develop atmosphere and add detail to settings and characters. The children will use a range of punctuation including commas, dashes and brackets for parenthesis, speech marks and colons and semi colons. They will use fronted adverbials at the start of their sentences and conjunctions to add clauses to their sentences. 



Mathematics
Focus: 
Multiplication and division: 
The children will: 
- Multiply a 2-digit number by a 2-digit number.
- Multiply a 4-digit number by a 2-digit number.
- Solve problems with multiplication.
- Short division
- Divide a 4-digit number by a 1-digit number
- Division using factors
- long division 

Fractions:

The children will: 

- Multiply a unit fraction by an integer.
- Multiply a non-unit fraction by an integer.
- Multiply a mixed number by an integer.
- Multiply fractions by fractions
- Divide a fraction by an integer
- Fraction of an amount
- Fraction of an amount - find the whole




Science
Focus: Healthy body, healthy mind. 

Children will: 

· Identify the main parts of the human circulatory system and describe the function of the heart, blood vessels and blood.  
· Describe the ways in which nutrients and water and transported within animals including humans.  
· Recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their body’s function.  
· Understand the term ‘food group’ and ‘balanced diet’. 
· Understand the importance of a balanced diet. 



 































Computing 

The children will be learning how to explain that digital devices accept inputs, explain that digital devices produce outputs, learn how to follow a process and explain what makes a secure password. 

Geography – Same and Different – North America
Pupils will learn about North America: countries, physical features (mountains, rivers, biomes), climate zones, human geography (major cities, resources, languages), and comparing it to their locality, using resources like maps, fact files, and activities covering Canada, USA, Mexico, and the Caribbean. Key topics include locating the continent, identifying 23 countries, understanding biomes (tundra, forest), exploring famous landmarks (Niagara Falls, Grand Canyon), and learning about human elements like agriculture and natural resources. 
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P.E.
In dance the children will create a routine based on the solar system. 
They will develop increased confidence, control, and sophistication, apply a wider range of advanced dance skills, create, refine, and perform longer, more complex dance phrases, work collaboratively to compose structured routines, respond thoughtfully to music and soundscapes, develop stamina, strength, flexibility, and physical awareness and use reflective and analytical skills.

In basketball the children will use width and space more effectively in attack, make decisions about when to pass, dribble, or shoot, begin to support teammates by repositioning after passing, apply basic marking in defence, start to intercept passes and transition from attack to defence with awareness. 
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Children will design and create a theatre set inside a shoe box that represents a scene from The Misadventures of Fredrick, using layering, perspective and exaggerated scale to reflect Frederick’s dramatic viewpoint. 
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PSHEE – Being me in my world. 
Children will learn: 
To reflect on personal identity, values, and responsibilities.
To understand rights and responsibilities within the school, community, and wider society.
To explore how choices and actions affect others locally and globally.
To build confidence in expressing opinions respectfully and listening to others.
To develop teamwork, leadership, and problem-solving skills.
To set personal goals for the year ahead and recognise how to support others in achieving theirs.
French
The focus of this term is to promote a love of language and an understanding of how important language learning is. We well be exploring the concept of a greeting and the vocabulary around it. 
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Religious Education: 
Within this unit, pupils will find out about what Hindus believe about God.  They will learn about Brahma being the divine being and how all living things have a spark of God (atman) within them.  They will learn that Brahma is one being with many sides, represented by the many different Hindu deities. 


	Reward Systems 
House points are awarded to celebrate good behaviour and learning.  The points are collected weekly, and the House Captains share the totals in Key Stage worship on Thursdays.  The house that receives the most house points each term is awarded a mufti day.  Each week, children are also considered for an Achiever of the Week certificate which is awarded in Friday’s celebration worship where we enjoy celebrating the achievements of others in or out of school. Spirituality
During Spring 1, our focus will be Responsibility. We will explore what it means to take responsibility for ourselves, for others and for our world. This value will be brought to life through learning about Martin Luther King Day, where children will reflect on standing up for justice and equality; Candlemas, thinking about light, hope and guidance; and the beginning of Lent, encouraging pupils to consider how small changes and thoughtful choices can make a positive difference.
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
